The Shan Foster Foundation does not commit funds for continued support of long-term programs lasting more than one year, endowment campaigns, administrative costs, advertising/fundraising drives, salaries for staff/individuals, intermediary funding agencies and/or research.  
The Foundation does not fund multi-year grants.

If an organization is awarded grants for two consecutive years, that organization will be ineligible for an award for one year.
